Conditions of Play

· Controlling Body will consist of the Games Director and/or Assistant Games Director or their appointed representative, and at least one (1) Men’s Committee member.

· Open Club Selected 2x4x2 Pairs, 

· Attire:   Neat casual (Mufti).
· Green fees will be $8.00.
· One game of 18 ends.  A break will be had after 10th end.
· Play shall start at 12:30pm.   Subject to change at the discretion of the controlling body.

· Direction of Play will be as decided by the Controlling Body.

· All games to be played in line with the Law of the Sport of Bowls except and where allowed by Law 17.2.2:

· No dead ends; respot on the Tee,

· Initial incorrect rolling of the kitty, opposing skip can have their lead re-roll the kitty or can re-spot the kitty to a position of their choice. 
· Both players’ names must be put on the score card or disqualification is possible for the day,
· Any substitute introduced at any time during the competition, should play in any position other than skip, and the other member of the team to become the skip (Law 51.4),

· If an end is tied, no extra end is to be played.

· Payment of fees must be paid at least 15 minutes prior to start time.

· If game is not completed because of inclement weather, bad light or any other justifiable cause, then six (6) completed ends shall constitute a game.
· Smoking is not permitted on the green at any stage.
Prizes for the day shall be:
1. Overall Winners - Rink number of winners drawn at random

Runner Up - Rink number of Runner Up’s drawn at Random

Out of Hat - If numbers permitted

Friday Challenge Shield Rules

· This competition will be run in conjunction with the normal Friday bowls. (Club Selected Pairs).

· Each bowler will be awarded points according to the following rules:

1. Highest margin = 5 points

2. Winner of Winners = 5 points

3. Winner of Others = 4 points
4. Winner = 3 points (excludes winners under rule 1 and 2 above
5. Draw = 2 points

6. Others = 1 point (excludes the winner under rule 3 above)

· These points will accumulate for a period of eight (8) weeks, at which time the person with the highest score is declared the winner of this round.   If there is more than one bowler with the highest score then the round will continue to the following Friday until a winner can be declared.  The winner of each round will be presented with a small prize and the bowlers name will be added to the shield.

· All points will be set to zero at the start of the next round and then accumulated as above.

· At the end of the round six (6), the bowler whose name appears on the shield the largest number of times is declared the winner.  If there is no clear winner by this method then the bowler with the highest score (total of six (6) rounds) is declared the winner.

· The winner will retain the shield.
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
