Men’s Day - Saturday
Conditions of Play

· Controlling Body will consist of Selector/s or their appointed representative/s.
· Club Selected.   Competition to be played for the day will be as decided by the Controlling Body (Pairs, Triples or Fours).
· Attire:   Club Uniform or attire must have the BA Logo as outlined in the BA National logo Policy.
· Open to all Male and Female Bowlers, visitors welcome.
· One game of 21 Ends:  Subject to change at the discretion of the controlling body.
· Play shall start at 1:00pm.   Names required by 12:00pm.
· Direction of Play will be as decided by the Controlling Body.

· All games to be played in line with the Law of the Sport of Bowls except and where allowed by Law 17.2.2:
· Initial incorrect rolling of the kitty, opposing skip can have their lead re-roll the kitty or can re-spot the kitty to a position of their choice.

· Payment of fees must be paid at least 15 minutes prior to start time.
· If match is not completed because of inclement weather, bad light or any other justifiable cause, then seven (7) completed ends shall constitute a match.
· Smoking is not permitted on the green at any stage.
Prizes for the day shall be:
· No drawn games are eligible; a result of + or – must be determined.

· Number of prizes to be paid will depend on number of bowlers in competition.

· Numbers from one (1) to six (6) will decide the eventual winners.

· 1 === Highest winning margin.
· 2 === Lowest winning margin.
· 3 === Winning margin of 7 or closest thereto.
· 4 === Lowest winning score.
· 5 === Highest winning score.
· 6 === Winning score of 19 or closest thereto.
If there is a tie, count back will be decided by

· 1st -  on highest number of ends won overall,
· 2nd – on highest number of ends won in last 8 ends.
· 3rd – highest margin differential in last 8 ends.
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
