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CABOOLTURE LAKES BOWLS CLUB Inc
Conditions of Play covering Men’s, Ladies’ and Mixed Club Championships

Controlling Body:    Unless otherwise determined by the Management Committee, Club Championships and Competitions shall be conducted by the relevant Match Committee (President, Games Director and Secretary (or their appointed representative/s)).  
The relevant Games Director (or their appointed representative/s) shall be responsible for the conduct of play for all Club competitions.  The relevant Games Director (or their appointed representative/s) shall exercise direct control, with power to alter the conditions of play, if considered necessary or expedient, except that the “umpire of the day” will be in control of individual games from the commencement of play.
The relevant Games Director, or their representative, may act for the committee in any emergency requiring urgent attention, and if circumstances preclude consultation with other members of the relevant Match Committee, they are delegated the power to act in a manner not inconsistent with these conditions of play or the Laws of the Sport of Bowls, Crystal mark 2nd Edition and the Domestic Regulation for Australia.

The Disputes Committee shall comprise an attending relevant Match Committee member, or their nominee, and an umpire.
Club Competitions shall consist of the following: 

1. Club Championship Competitions:
a. Men’s “A” Grade Singles, Pairs and Fours.

b. Ladies’ “A” Grade Singles, Pairs and Fours.

(Note: - The winners of these championships qualify to play in “Champion of Club Championship” events from Club level through to State Finals) 
2. Club Certified Competitions:

a. Men’s “B” Grade Singles and Men’s Triples

b. Ladies’ “B” Grade Singles, Ladies’ Triples and Ladies’ Consistency

c. Mixed Pairs and Mixed Fours

d. Men’s Veterans Singles and Men’s Novice Singles

e. Any other competition that may be decided by the Management Committee

All Club Championships and Club Certified competitions must have at least four (4) team nominations to form a competition.
All teams nominating for Mixed Fours must consist of two men and two women.   In mixed competitions either gender can skip.

All games will be played in line with the Laws of the Sport of Bowls, Crystal Mark 2nd Edition, with Domestic Regulations for Australia, and these conditions of play.
When entries are called for, the relevant Games Director, if possible, shall publish preferred dates of play.   No games should be scheduled if the Club has prior commitments to visit to or from other Clubs or organisations.

Players may be called to play no more than two (2) games per day whenever Championship games are scheduled.

Ultimate winners will be determined on a “knockout” basis.
Format and Duration of Matches:

a.
Singles:   All matches shall be 25 Shots up (Extra shots do not count),
b.
Pairs:   All matches shall be four (4) bowls and play 21 ends,
c.
Triples:   All matches shall be: 
i. three (3) bowls and play 21 ends, or 
ii. two (2) bowls and play 28 ends,
d.
Fours:   All matches shall play 21 ends, and 
e.
Consistency Singles:   All matches shall be 100 points up.
Team games:   If tied, an extra end, or ends, shall be played in accordance with Law 45.

Eligibility:   All entrants shall be a financial member of the Club at the closing date of nominations.  
Any players who have previously won a minor Singles Championship (B Grade or Novice) shall be ineligible to compete in those singles event.  

Novice Singles is for players of 2 years experience or under.  

Veterans Singles is for players 70 years of age or over at closing date of nominations.

Entries/Green Fees:   The entry of each event must be on the prescribed form, listing the player’s name, and initials.  The prescribed nomination fee of $4.00 per member entered must be paid when submitting the nomination.   Green fees will be $8.00 per game, per player.   
Any entry received after the closing date will not be considered for the draw.   
Member of More than one club:   Upon joining the club, a member must declare for which club he intends to play Club Championship.  If a member has played for another club in Championships, then that member shall not be eligible to play in this Club’s Championship in that calendar year.
Draws for Competitions shall be made by the relevant Games Director or their assistant, in the presence of relevant President or his representative.

Calling Games:   The relevant Games Director shall call games, giving at least 7 days notice thereof by placing the draw on the Notice Board, and if possible, by public announcement at the club, or by verbal notification on the previous playing day.   The ultimate responsibility however, lies with the players concerned, to ascertain the time and date the competition is to be played.
Notice of Calling for Play: 
All games shall be played on or before the actual date set or before the commencement of the next round.   With prior approval of the relevant Games Director, or their appointed representative, players themselves may arrange club competition games at other times prior to the date called to play, provided there are rinks available and the players arrange for the provision of an umpire and/or marker as applicable.   These arranged games then become a “called game”.

All finals will be played, where possible, on the actual date set, with the play, substitute or forfeit rule to apply.   However, the provisions of Exemptions and Postponements of these conditions shall be taken into consideration by the relevant Games Director and the Match Committee in determining any deferment of a final.  
Each team skip or singles player will be given a two (2) weeks grace to play the finals game after being called.
Applications for deferment of any game, other than a final, will be considered based on the application to the relevant Games Director.   
Exemptions:  No player who has been called to fulfil a Bowls Australia, Caboolture District Bowls Association, Bowls Queensland or higher competition, and/or other club commitment (excluding Clubs’ President at Home), will be called for club competition.  (Note: - The onus shall be on the player to notify the relevant Games Director of any such commitments).  
Play, Replace or Forfeit:   All competitions will be run on a play, replace or forfeit basis.

a. Games set down are to be played and a substitute provided if any player is unavailable.
b. Team skips are responsible for their team players, or of a substitute.

c. Skips who have to provide a substitute for an unavailable player, must ascertain if the player is an ‘eligible” substitute and report the substitute to the relevant Games Director prior to the commencement of the fixture.   The relevant Games Director consent must be obtained and the score card initialled by them prior to play.

d. When any team or player has failed to be in position to commence play thirty (30) minutes after the scheduled starting time, the game shall be awarded to the opponent, excepting in the case of a team game, an eligible member (if available) may act as a replacement, if approval is given by the relevant Games Director of the day’s play.

e. Should both players in a singles match or both teams fail to make themselves available when called, within thirty (30) minutes of the scheduled starting time, then both shall forfeit the game.
f. Under law 16.3.2, in the event of a death of a constituted player in a team, a replacement player may be used.
If a player has to leave the green during the course of a team or side game due to illness or some other reasonable cause, and they cannot return within ten (10) minutes, the umpire or relevant Games Director can approve the introduction of a substitute - Law 51.
Postponement:   After competitions have been called: -  

a. In singles or team events, should a player or players be unable to play in a final, the relevant Games Director shall decide if the circumstances warrant an extension of time and if supported by the relevant Match Committee, shall set a new time for the playing of the final.   Each team skip or singles player can be given a two (2) weeks grace to play the finals game being called.
b. In the event of a death of next of kin or a near relative, the relevant Games Director at their discretion, may grant a period without forfeit before recalling the game.

c. The relevant Games Director may, at their discretion consider other ‘extenuating circumstances” and permit a game to be postponed to “after the due date”.   However, if for any reason, (including inclement weather conditions), the game is not played before the next round is called, the player or team requesting the postponement, shall be deemed to forfeit.   

Trial Ends and Practice:   Trial ends shall be under the control of the relevant Games Director.   One (1) trial end each way shall be allowed prior to the scheduled starting time of each day’s play or on the resumption of a match on another day or at another venue, using as many bowls as will be used in the match.
Practice shall cease one (1) hour prior to the scheduled starting time on the day of play.

Position of Players:   During the game:
a. Players at the mat end of the rink, who are not delivering a bowl, shall stand at least one (1) metre behind the mat.

b. Players at the head end of the rink, who are controlling play, shall stand

· Behind the jack and away from the head

· On the surrounds of the green if the jack is in the ditch, or

· Well clear of the head if is not possible to stand on the surrounds.

c. As soon as a bowl is delivered, a player who is controlling play, if they are in front of the jack, should take their position as described in paragraph (b) above.
d. At the start of each end only the Skip, or Deputy, will be at the head.

e. If a player does not meet the terms of this law, Law 35 will apply.

Restricting the Movement of Players during Play:   After delivering their first bowl, players will only be allowed to walk to the head under the following circumstances:

a. Singles:   The opponents after delivery of their third and fourth bowls.

b. Pairs:   Players playing in the lead position maybe called to the head after delivery of their third bowl and fourth bowls.  When the skips are playing, they shall be permitted to follow their bowl after delivery of their second, third and fourth bowls.

c. Fours:   

· The lead after the second player in the team has delivered their second bowl.

· The seconds after delivery of their second bowl

· The third after delivery of their second bowl

· The skips after delivery of each of their bowls.

In exceptional and limited circumstances, a skip can ask that a player walk up to the head earlier than described above.

Withdrawals:   After nominating, a player withdraws or forfeits after the closing date of nominations, then the player/s forfeit all nomination fees paid.

Score Cards:    All completed scorecards are to be returned to the relevant Games Director at the conclusion of each game.   The skip will record on the scorecard the time that the game finished, and then sign the scorecards – Law 37.

Umpire:   An “Umpire of the Day” will be appointed for all Club Championship and Club Certified competitions and Bowls Australia “Laws of the Sport of Bowls” shall apply to umpire decisions.
Markers:     Markers for singles shall be appointed by the relevant Games Director.   All defeated players in singles competitions, if requested, shall make themselves available, dressed in bowls attire, to mark one game in each event contested.   The relevant Games Committee President or their representative will mark for all singles finals.
Greens:    The relevant Games Director, in consultation with the Green Keeper, shall have the right to select greens on which the Championship will be played.

Attire   All players must be dressed in the correct attire to comply with Bowls Queensland By-Laws, and these conditions of play:

a. Shirts:
  Approved club shirts by each member of each team,

b. Shorts:
  Shorts are permitted to be worn,

c. District attire is not allowable.

Failure to abide by this rule will result in disqualification of the team.

Weather:    Irrespective of the weather conditions, players must report to the club at the appointed time unless otherwise advised or by phoning the club to check if a recorded message has advised the days games have been postponed.
Interruptions:   Games interrupted, or postponed, by weather, or other circumstances as decided by the umpire, and not be able to be completed on the same day, shall be completed on a date and time fixed by the relevant Games Director.  The scorecard of such uncompleted, or postponed, game shall be given to the relevant Games Director, or their representative, and returned to the player/s on the resumption of the play.

Challenged Bowls:    The procedures in relation to a challenged bowl/s shall be as set out in Law 8.4. The user of the challenged set of bowls may continue to compete with another set of bowls.   Should they win the event, they would be declared the provisional winner until the table test report is received. 

If any bowls fail a test, the player/team will be disqualified and the last defeated team/player shall take the place of the disqualified team/player.
Complaints:   Where a player wishes to lodge a complaint regarding any matter outside the province of the umpire, he shall immediately advise the relevant Games Director, or their representative, and then lodge a written complaint with relevant Secretary within forty eight (48) hours.  The relevant Secretary shall then refer the matter to the relevant Match Committee for a recommendation to the Board of Management.
Coaching during a Match:   Players, who intend to receive coaching during a match, must inform the relevant Games Director and Umpire of the Coach’s name, at least one (1) hour prior to the match commencing and the Coach cannot be changed for each match.
Miscellaneous:   All electronic receiving devices – e.g. Mobile telephones, radios, paging devices, etc located within 6 metres of the green while a match is in progress SHALL BE SWITCHED OFF.
Persons on call must notify the umpire of the day of their circumstances prior to the commencement of play, and if a call is received, they must move away from the playing area.   

Smoking is not permitted on the green at any stage of a Club competition.
After a warning by the relevant Games Director or their representative, except in special circumstances, non-compliance can result in disqualification of the player/team.

Appeals and Protests:  An Appeals Panel shall rule on appeals and protests arising from incidents which occur to the running of, or during playing of the game, and which is not under the jurisdiction of the umpire.

1. The Appeals Panel shall consist of the relevant President (or in their absence the Vice President) an umpire, plus one (1) other member of the relevant Games Committee co-opted by the President or Vice President.
2. Any singles player or skip of a team who feels they have a valid reason with non-compliance of the relevant Games Director’s decision may appeal to the Appeals Panel.

3. Appeals and protests must be lodged in writing either with the relevant President, Vice President, Secretary or Games Director prior to the commencement of play or within thirty (30) minutes of the completion of play.

4. No player involved in the appeal, the relevant Games Director or any member involved in the running of the competition shall be a member of the Appeals Panel.  The relevant Games Director shall be notified immediately after the Panel meeting of the decision, which shall be final.
