Condtions of Entry - [Archery Club name]

These Conditions of Entry are designed to ensure [archery club name] is able to provide a safe and enjoyable environment to all members and visitors, thus ensuring everyone enjoys the archery experience while allowing them to perform to the best of their ability.

[archery club name] as the lease holder of the venue from [name of landlord] reserve the right to impose rules and conditions on entry and behaviour and if necessary restrict or deny access.

Access to the venue is granted upon compliance with the following conditions:

· everyone on the [archery club name] venue must follow or comply with all rules and regulations and must follow all directions or instructions given at any time by the Committee of Management or by Judges during events and competitions. Refusal to follow or comply with all rules, regulations or directions may result in being asked to leave the venue

· [archery club name] is a non-smoking venue

· [archery club name] is an alcohol-safe venue

· anyone under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be denied access to the venue or will be directed to cease shooting and/or leave the venue
· children under 12 years of age must be accompanied and supervised by a parent or guardian at all times
· interfering with or damaging any part of the grounds including buildings, fixtures & fittings, fences, club infrastructure , vegetation or fauna is prohibited
· the Committee of Management reserves the right to inspect clothing, containers, packages and bags intended to be bought into the venue

· all offensive items of whatever nature including, but not limited to clothing, images, banners, signs, symbols and leaflets are prohibited and must not be displayed or brought into the venue

· appropriate footwear (enclosed shoes) must be worn at all times on the archery grounds

· the taking of images is permitted, but must comply with the Archery Australia Photography Policy

· upon entering the Club grounds you consent to being photographed, filmed and recorded and consent to use of any such film, image or recording at the discretion of [archery club name] Committee for the promotion of the Club and sport.

· a zero tolerance policy applies towards any inappropriate or offensive behaviour, which may include, but is not limited to:

· Harassment and Intimidation

· Berating

· Abuse

· Bullying

· Profanity

· Sledging

· Persistently or wilfully questioning or challenging the rulings of the officials

Glossary
· Harassment and Intimidation as viewed in the eyes of the complainant covers a wide range of behaviours of an offensive nature. It is commonly understood as behaviour intended to disturb, upset, or influence a person’s performance. Such behaviour is characteristically repetitive

· Berating means (usually publicly) censuring another person severely or angrily
· Abuse is the improper usage or treatment of another for a bad purpose, often to unfairly or improperly gain benefit. Abuse can come in many forms, including physical or verbal maltreatment or by causing injury

· Bullying is a form of aggressive behaviour manifested by the use of force or coercion to affect others, particularly when the behaviour is habitual and involves an imbalance of power. It can include verbal harassment, physical assault or coercion and may be directed repeatedly towards particular victims, perhaps on grounds of age, race, religion, gender, sexuality, or ability. The "imbalance of power" may be social power (age or ability) and/or physical power

· Profanity (swearing, cursing or foul speech) is a show of disrespect, a desecration or debasement of someone or something, or just the act of expressing intense emotions. Profanity can take the form of words, expressions, gestures, or other social behaviours that are socially constructed or interpreted as insulting, rude, vulgar, obscene, obnoxious, foul, desecrating or other forms

· Sledging is a term used to describe the practice whereby a person (or persons) seeks to gain an advantage by insulting or verbally intimidating a competitor. The purpose is to try to weaken the competitor’s concentration, thereby causing him to make mistakes or under‑perform.

In the first instance, a warning or direction to cease will be issued. Continued inappropriate behaviour or failure to comply with the warning or directions will result in the competitor being disqualified from the event and asked to leave the Venue or, if the person is a non-competitor or spectator, being asked to leave the Venue.

This may also result in further action in accordance with the Archery Australia Member Protection Policy. In extreme cases, the Police or other appropriate authorities may be called.
