These applicants were told they could officiate at club level as from the day of their examination: their official credentials from Bowls Victoria will take approximately three to four months as they go from Bowls Victoria to Bowls Australia under the National Officiating Accreditation Scheme.

During the training program which was conducted on Mondays over an eight week period the umpire board members participated in a very professional manner.

Without their assistance it would have been a very daunting task.

 Also during this time two players were seeking accreditation, and as they both worked full time, Gordon Bakker and Brendan Smiles arranged with me to be tutored in the evenings.

A bowler, whom I do not wish to name, asked to gain accreditation as a Level 1 umpire.  The person in question confided in me that he had a literacy problem and did not want to be trained in the company of his peers.  I conducted private sessions with him over a 10 week period due to his somewhat slower understanding of the complexity of the law book.  He unfortunately failed the examination but was pleased and stated to me that he believed regardless of the outcome the experience had made him a better person and an improved bowler with the knowledge he had gained.

During the season I constantly received telephone calls from players, especially after Tuesday and Saturday pennant.    Many of their enquiries were somewhat frivolous and they could have got an answer if they had consulted the law book.

I insisted in cases of complaint that the caller was to give me full details in writing which meant that it did not occur.

All memorandums received from Bowls Victoria and Bowls Australia was distributed to the persons concerned.   

Personal observation:

I am disappointed in the way that some clubs have prepared their players for pennant.   I umpired in a grand final at Drouin and after inspecting bowls the temporary markings on several players’ bowls were not up to standard.   Club officials need to take some responsibility for checking these details before pennant matches during the season especially finals.   I personally was made to feel uncomfortable for having made this request as the player concerned took offense.

The umpire’s board is still concerned about the lack of communication between the board and the players within the division.  Information is not being passed on to the players.

As I previously stated earlier, the umpire’s board worked extremely well but I want to take this opportunity to single out one individual.    That person is Ken Brown.  Ken has been a board member with me for many years.  He is extremely diligent, professional and in my opinion the best on greens tutor that I have worked with.   This includes state technical officials when I assisted in the metropolitan area.  The Warragul delegates please make sure that my comments are passed on to Ken and that the members of the Warragul Club are made aware of his invaluable knowledge and experience.

The President and committee of Trafalgar Bowling Club made available to us their facilities for afternoon tea throughout all of the sessions.  We thank all concerned for their time and efforts.
